The 

bucket would  be  used  later by the 

family to collect  and carry water 

every morning and evening .  Some 

churches that participated in this effort  

from FBA were oneChurch (84 buck-

ets), Wooster (23 buckets), and El 

Paso (13 buckets).

It was a very moving experi-

ence to see those who has lost           

so much  yet they were still          

p r a i s i n g  t h e  L o r d . 

  

On Wednesday we had another day 

in clinic at a local orphanage where 

we saw a little over 100 children and 

adults that day.  Some of them came 

from areas around the orphanage.   

  

It was a wonderful time! Even though 

the temperature was hot, our spirits 

were high. We would not have cho-

sen to be any other place than there. 

 We had to leave early to make our 

connections in Santo Domingo for our 

flight home. I had the opportunity to 

talk to one of our van drivers. When I 

asked him if he knew who Jesus was 

he smiled and pointed to the sky and 

then back to his heart and said òJesus 

is my friend.ó There are many people 

in Haiti who believe in Jesus Christ as 

the Son of God and many, thousands 

are praying to receive Christ every 

week since the earthquake.

On February 20th six members of 

Second Baptist Church set out on a 

medical mission trip to Port Au Price 

Haiti.   The team members were Dane 

A b e l s ,  D a n  W e s t ,  K r i s t e n               

Schwulst,  Pam Sims, Dwight          

Dav i s  and T e r i  Mu r ph y.    

  

The team left  on Saturday March 20th 

and arrived in Santo Domingo, Do-

minican Republic where we were met 

by Jesus, (that is pronounced hey-

suis)  who had arranged our transpor-

tation to Port Au Prince. We boarded 

a bus with Alcee and Wilson our driv-

ers who spoke no English ( but we 

spoke a little Spanish and we were 

able to 

commu-

n i c a t e 

w i t h 

t h e m 

s o m e ) 

a n d 

d r o v e 

about 5 

hours to a small town about 3 hours 

outside the border to Haiti.  There we 

would spend the night in a small mis-

sion church. Upon our arrival  we 

were met by Michale, the pastor of 

the small Baptist mission ( who spoke 

English pretty well), and he got us 

settled in for the evening.  While we 

were unloading the things we would 

need for the evening Teri Murphy 

and I saw small hands waving under-

neath the garage door that was not 

closed quite all the way, shouting 

òAmericano, Americano ò giggling 

and peeking underneath the door. 

We tried to talk to them in our    failed 

Spanish and what precious little girls 

they were. 

We enjoyed a meal and fellowship 

with the mission pastor and with the 

missionaries who were there minis-

tering to those in this small commu-

nity.  The next morning at 5:00 a.m. 

we boarded our bus with Alcee and 

Wilson and made our way to the bor-

der of Haiti to wait to cross. We fi-

nally arrived in Port Au Prince 

around 9:00 a.m. and we were       

eager to unload our things and         

g e t  t o  o u r  f i r s t  c l i n i c .    

 

We met up with four men from First 

Baptist Rogers to assist them with the  

clinic on that first day.  We were able 

  

 

to see about 90-100 people that     

first day.  We treated mostly                  

children   and women with a wide                

r a n g e  o f  c o m p l a i n t s . 

 

After we arrived back at the house 

Dwight Davis and Dan West worked 

on arranging the medications that we 

had brought with us in the room that 

would serve as the Pharmacy while 

the Teri, Kristen, Dane, Gary       

(from Rogers) and I counted pills and 

labeled medications bags for            

d i s p e n s i n g  t h e  n e x t  d a y .  

  

On Tuesday morning we drove about 

two hours outside of  Port Au Prince 

proper to a small village located at 

the River.  Once we arrived we set up 

a tent and a couple of chairs and as 

the people lined up we could get 

information from them prior to seeing 

the doctors and nurses.  That morn-

ing we saw about 100 people treating 

mostly common problems and even 

removing some casts that had been 

placed right after the earthquake.  

  

Four members of the team decided 

they would like to go to one of the 

tent cities for an opportunity to par-

ticipate in an evangelistic service.  A 

local evangelist, Joel Trimble, who 

has lived in Haiti for 35 years, has 

been going to one tent city a week 

since the earthquake and sharing the 

gospel through a movie that he 

made.  We set up a 20 x 17 foot can-

vas movie screen to show the movie 

on.  When Teri, Dane and I arrived at 

this city of about 45,000 people, the 

second largest tent city in Port Au 

Prince we were taken back by condi-

tions that these people were living in. 

 It was heartbreaking yet they 

seemed very resilient in there efforts 

to make their spot home.  They had 

make-shift houses that were no more 

than 5 x 5 feet in size lined up side by 

side as far as you could see in all di-

rections.  They would find any mate-

rial they could to construct these 

òhomesó if you will. Children were 

playing in the street, which was actu-

ally a big walk way, because this 

area they occupied was once a park. 

 One thing common to  children eve-

rywhere in the world is a smile and a 

touch.  The children came up to us, 

fascinated by these Americans and 

just wanted to touch us or to talk to 

us.  It was a blessing to be with them.
